Memorial IS and Global Jaya School Jakarta,
have been trained and are working to train
‘community leaders’ to be trainers in ECE,
Learning support, Vocation training and Trauma
counselling.

The programme will be implemented in 10
Internally Displaced Person camps throughout
Aceh and Northern Sumatra initially and then
extend to 60 camps over 2005.
